1.  The Aircrewman Indoctrination consists of basic safety, operating procedures and ACTC designed to familiarize new Aircrewman arrivals with squadron policies.  This indoctrination shall be completed prior to beginning any Aircrewman syllabus, including the T2C Check-In syllabus.

2.  Trainees shall be responsible for proper Squadron Check-In and the following before flying in the Squadron:  

    a.  Ensure NATOPS Jacket is on file in the Training/Safety Department.

    b.  Obtain a flight physical/Admin Up Chit, which shall be filed in the NATOPS jacket.  

    c.  Possess the minimum required flight gear.  

    d.  Obtain a C-2A NATOPS Manual and Pocket Checklist with all applicable changes incorporated.  

    e.  Obtain and be thoroughly familiar with the Squadron SOP. 
3.  The following performance criteria shall be used by the instructor to evaluate the trainee during the flight portion of the syllabus:

    a.  Qualified (Q) - That degree of standardization demonstrated by a crewmember who has a good knowledge of standard operating procedures and a thorough understanding of aircraft capabilities and limitations. 

    b.  Conditionally Qualified (CQ) - That degree of standardization demonstrated by the crewmember who meets the minimum acceptable standards.  The crewmember is considered safe enough to fly without supervision, but more practice is needed to become qualified.

    c.  Unqualified (U) - That degree of standardization demonstrated by a crewmember who fails to meet minimum acceptable criteria. The crewmember shall receive supervised instruction until a grade of qualified or conditionally qualified is achieved.  A grade of unqualified in any criteria shall result in the flight being assigned an overall grade of "UNSAT".

4.  When applicable, the trainee will fill out all forms concerning weight and balance, cargo, mail, fuel requirements, passengers, and distinguished visitors.  These forms will be completed under the direct supervision of a qualified CT2C or CTCC.                                         
5.  It is the trainees’ responsibility to ensure that syllabus forms are completed and signed off.  Syllabus forms shall be signed only by a qualified CTCC or CT2C and shall be signed off only for the crew position requiring upgrade.  Additional material covered during a syllabus flight or ground training shall be annotated in the remarks section.  Prior flights shall be reviewed to ensure retention of systems knowledge and procedures.
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
