1.  The T2C Check-In syllabus consists of two flights designed to introduce the newly arrived Aircrewman to the various missions specific to the squadron’s geographic region and the C-2A.  Check-In flights will be flown with a Crew Chief.

2.  The Check-in syllabus may be modified at the Commanding Officer’s discretion.  Events to be completed/deleted from the syllabus will be annotated on the cover sheet (enclosure 17-6) in the Aircrewman’s training jacket by the Training Petty Officer.  

3.  Upon satisfactory completion of the FRS syllabus, which should include 40 total flight hours in model and a C-2A NATOPS check from the FRS, newly assigned Aircrewmen will be designated T2C upon completion of the T2C Check-In syllabus or at the discretion of the Commanding Officer.  C-2A Aircrewmen who have previously been qualified as a C-2A Crew Chief will normally receive a CTCC designation upon squadron check-in or at the discretion of the Commanding Officer.  The Training Officer and Squadron NATOPS Officer will ensure new Aircrewmen have completed the Aircrewman Indoctrination Requirements/Criteria portion of this instruction prior to their first flight in a squadron aircraft.
4.  The T2C portion of ACTC must be completed by the Aircrewman and evaluated by the Training Petty Officer prior to designation.

5.  The Training Department will coordinate with the Operations Department to ensure Aircrewmen are scheduled for check-in flights as soon as possible upon arrival.
