1.  The C-2A Check-In syllabus consists of two flights designed to introduce the newly arrived Pilot to the various missions specific to the squadron’s geographic region and the COD.  It also includes a High/Low power turn to introduce the new Pilot to Home Field Taxi and Turn-up procedures.

2.  The Check-In syllabus may be modified at the Commanding Officer’s discretion.  Events to be completed/deleted from the syllabus will be annotated on the cover sheet (enclosure 8-5) in the Pilot’s training jacket by the Training Officer.

3.  All syllabus events will be marked SAT or UNSAT. If an event is deemed UNSAT, the remarks should indicate the reason for the Unsatisfactory grade. The Training Officer will formulate a syllabus in the form of simulators, training flights, and/or lectures to correct identified deficiencies for approval by the Commanding Officer.  The event shall be re-flown and documented with a grade of SAT prior to proceeding with the syllabus. All additional training will be documented permanently in each training jacket.

4.  All check-ins new to the geographic area will receive a Home Field course rules brief.

5.  Upon satisfactory completion of the FRS syllabus, which shall include C-2A NATOPS check complete and C-2A initial carrier qualification, the newly assigned Pilot will be designated a CT3P upon check-in, or at the discretion of the Commanding Officer.  C-2A Pilots who have been previously qualified as a C-2A CTPC will normally receive a CT2P designation upon squadron check-in, or at the discretion of the Commanding Officer.  Other senior fleet aviators may be designated CT3P at the Commanding Officer’s discretion.  The Squadron Training Officer and Squadron NATOPS Officer will ensure new Pilots have the proper CT3P designation letter prior to their first flight in a squadron aircraft.

6.  The Training Department will coordinate with the Operations Department to ensure Pilots are scheduled for check-in flights as soon as possible upon arrival.

7.  Pilots will not fly as Pilot-at-controls for CV logistics missions prior to completing FCLPs at the fleet squadron under the supervision of a squadron LSO.
